SHORT TITLE

1. (1)  This Act may be cited as the Customs Tariff (Amendment) Act 1998.
(2}  The Customs Tariff Act 1997, hereafter called the Principal Act, as

amended by this Act may be cited as the Customs Tariff Act 1997-1998.

COMMENCEMENT

2 This Act shall come into force on a date to be fixed by the Cabinet by notice

in the Gazette.

REPLACEMENT OF THE SCHEDULE BY A NEW SCHEDULE

3. The Schedule to the Principal Act is repealed and replaced with the
following new Schedule, namely,
