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Mr. Speaker Sir,

[ have the pleasure of introducing to the House today a Bill for the Port Authority
(Amendment) Act 2016.

This amendment Mr. Speaker is similar to other amendments submitted to the
House today. The amendment allows two senior officers from the Finance
Department and from within the Authority to sit as ex officio members of the Port
Authority Board.

Mr. Speaker, as stated on many occasions foreign trade is important for Nauru as the
movement of goods and materials into our country is vital for our people’s
livelihood and to sustain the increasing number of persons living here and the Port

is a main hub for all this.

It is envisaged that the amendment will further boost the functioning of the
Authority as they are charged with the operation of our Port.

The explanatory memorandum explains this Bill in more detail.

Mr. Speaker, I commend the Bill to the House.
